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Frontier Farwest Lodge, British Columbia 2009

For more than twenty years, Frontier Farwest Lodge has been sharing the secrets of the 
Bulkley River with anglers from around the world. Bulkley fish, known for their 
willingness to move to a fly, range from 4 to 24 pounds, with the average fish typically 
weighing around 10 pounds. While a wide range of techniques consistently produce fish, 
the seasoned guides here specialize in helping their clients take fish on the dry.   
Built in 1935 and known then as The Telkwa Creamery, Frontier Farwest Lodge was 
recently purchased by veteran guide Derek Botchford and his Chilean wife Andrea Soto. 
Rooms within the main lodge have private baths and sleep two anglers per room. Hearty 
meals are served with complimentary drinks each evening. The lodge features a tackle 
shop with the most effective rods, reels, and lines for the river. 
 
All river travel is done via drift boat, and all guests get to experience two rustic overnight 
trips. Each outing entails two full days of fishing the Bulkley’s remote canyon waters. 
Camps are located on exceptional steelhead water and offer a spacious cook tent and a 
large guest tent with four comfortable cots and a portable heater. A must-do adventure for 
anglers in search of the beauty and bounty of this river’s least traveled realm. 
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Dates:     October 2nd – 10th, 2009 

  
 
Friday / October 2nd: Arrive Smithers, B.C. 
 Overnight at the Stork’s Nest Inn (independently arranged, 

not included). 
  

Saturday / October 3rd: After a free breakfast provided by the Inn you will be 
picked up at the Stork’s Nest at your appointed meeting 
time (typically around 10:00 AM). From there you will be 
transferred approximately 20 minutes by vehicle to the 
lodge. After getting settled and having lunch, you will head 
out to the river for a half day of guided fishing. Overnight 
at Frontier Farwest Lodge. 

 
October 4th – 9th: Full days guided fishing on the Bulkley River. During your 

stay there will likely be two separate overnights at spike 
camps in the lower Bulkley canyons.  

 
Saturday / October 10th:  Transfer to Smithers Airport for your AM departure to 

Vancouver, BC and points beyond.
