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Suskeena Lodge, British Columbia 

Hosted by  
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Located on the upper reaches of the pristine and seldom seen Sustut River, Suskeena 
Lodge offers anglers a rare combination of wilderness trophy steelhead fishing and fine 
accommodations. Of the three Skeena tributaries most likely to produce fish over 25 
pounds, the Sustut is the one least traveled and arguably the one with the most stable 
water conditions. Every two anglers enjoy their own well-appointed cabin with private 
bathroom and shower, a wood stove, and a sitting area. Thoughtfully prepared meals are 
served in the comfort of the main lodge. Anglers fish three per jet boat with experienced 
guides who deeply enjoy the entire spectrum of the steelhead fishing experience, 
especially the chance at guiding their clients into a trophy steelhead on a skated dry fly. 
This pristine river system boasts dramatic views, long classic runs, a race of extremely 
husky fish that average fourteen pounds, and few, if any, freelance anglers.  
 
For those keen on chasing true trophy steelhead in an uncrowded wilderness setting, 
Suskeena Lodge is a must-see destination with a long list of satisfied clients. Due to 
limited openings, early reservations are required.

 Sunday / October 4th: Arrive Smithers, British Columbia 
  

You will need to call the Hudson Bay Lodge for a free 
shuttle to the hotel.  Overnight at the Hudson Bay Lodge 
(independently arranged, price not included). 
 
Note: Please make your reservations at the Hudson Bay 
Lodge and your air reservations early, as this is very busy 
time of year for the Smithers region.  

 
The Hudson Bay has a liquor store, so be sure to stock up 
for your trip as only a limited amount of beer and wine is 
provided at dinner.  

 
Monday / October 5th: After arrival at the Sustut airstrip, there is a short drive to 

the lodge where you can unpack and have lunch. No fishing 
on day of arrival.   

 
Tuesday - Sunday: Full days guided fishing on the three beats of the Sustut and 

main-stem Skeena via jet boat (three anglers per boat).  
 
Monday / October 12th:  Guided fishing until Noon and depart Suskeena for the 

airstrip and Smithers.  The Hudson Bay Lodge shuttle will 
meet you at the airport. Overnight in Smithers at the 
Hudson Bay Hotel or hotel of your choice (independently 
arranged and not included). 

 
 Note: If you prefer to overnight in Vancouver, you could 

catch the evening flight out of Smithers. 
 
Tuesday / October 13th: Depart Smithers for home.  
 

  Accommodation and Meals: 
  
At the private airstrip you will be met by Suskeena Lodge staff in a vehicle for your 
transfer to the lodge. It is a short drive. Once at the lodge, clients will stay two to a cabin. 
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Cabins are well furnished and have a stove, a sitting area, and a bathroom with a shower 
and flush toilet. In addition to the bathrooms in each cabin, there is a separate washhouse 
with three showers. The main lodge is a charming custom built log building with ample 
room to relax and eat a great meal or simply sit and enjoy drinks by the fireplace. With 
nine anglers, the atmosphere is just right. Lunch is prepared at the lodge each morning or 
by the guide on the river. Lunch consists of homemade soups, sandwiches, bread and 
salads. 
 

  Climate: 
  
As you might expect, the weather in British Columbia can vary widely. Snow has fallen 
in August and 70 degree days have been recorded in October. The chance of rain is 
always good, so arrive prepared for it all. Please keep in mind that like any river, the 
Sustut can blow out, but during high water you can still catch fish. The Sustut is the most 
stable of any of the Skeena systems and is the first to come back into shape. It is 
important to understand that poor water conditions are always a risk no matter where you 
fish in BC and we do not offer rain-checks or refunds due to high water. When the river 
blows out, it generally takes one to three days to get back into shape. We only lose an 
average of two to three fishing days due to high water during the any given season.

A valid U.S. passport is required for entry into Canada.

Not Included: 
 

Beer and alcohol, staff and guide, gratuities, GST, classified water and general fishing 
licenses (about $425 US), flies, airfare to Smithers, and overnight accommodations in 
Smithers. Missed flights or connections due to weather or actions of third parties are not 
the responsibility of the lodge. 
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
